A first for Australia and the Asia-Pacific region, 

holding this event demonstrated again the 

capacity of the city to host major international 

and national events.

Through its successes in hosting important world 

meets, the Gold Coast’s credentials have risen rapidly 

on the prestigious Bursin Cohn & Wolfe (BCW) index 

of World’s Top 50 Sports Cities. In 2021, the city rose 

11 places moving from 46 to 35. 

The results are determined by international sports 

federations and other key influencers. A contributing 

factor in the ranking boost was attributed to strict 

Covid measures adopted by the country.

On the horizon in 2032, are the Olympic and 

Paralympic Games. The Games will be hosted across 

three Queensland cities - Brisbane, the Sunshine 

Coast and the Gold Coast. It is expected the event 

will generate an estimated $8.1 billion in benefits 

to Queensland.
